The cabin reservations have been made for Forester Lodges (Large and Small).  Ask Kathy Jacobsen or Becky Wormer to see confirmation of this.

The adults plan and cook all the meals for this campout.  Last year Dan Jacobsen volunteered to be in charge of meals.  He figured out the menus,  got a head count from the troop scout/adult campout sign up and got a guest Webelo/adult number from me, bought all the food, gave Keith Brown a list of cooking equipment needed, and got it done. The other adults helped prepare the food.  Keith Brown spent 5 hours at least outside cooking two turkeys on ropes with charcoal and tripod aluminum foil tents in the rain.  Personally , I thought it was way too much work to cook the turkeys outside and if it was my decision we would have thrown a couple of hams in the oven.

See if you can talk someone into being in charge of planning the food.

It would be helpful to ask Greg May or another experienced Scouter what the Forester facilities include inside for cooking, heating, fireplace, outside fire ring, sleeping (adults in the small lodge?), electricity, etc.  

 

Create a Campout Sign up Sheet for the Scouts. (A simple signup document is attached)

10-23-01  7:00PM  Troop meeting

 The Nov. Campout Scout Signup sheets should be attached to a clip board and given to the SPL (Andy Smith) to pass around at the troop meeting circle up.  Give the clipboard to Brian to give to Andy.  Brian or you should take it home that night.  You and Brian are the keepers of this campout signup sheet.
10- 25-01,   7:00 > 8:00PM  ATTEND PLC meeting location to be decided.

Listen in and ask questions important to coordinating logistical details for the campout that the scouts will be planning.  The flier being handed out to Webelos indicates an 11:00AM arrival for them on Saturday, Boy Scout Skill Stations, an evening campfire, and second year Webelos and their parents possibly staying overnight in the lodge.  Deadline for Webelos calling me to tell me they are coming is November 4th, the night before our next Troop Committee Meeting.

At the PLC the Scout Junior leaders plan the program of activities for the campout.

The adults involved are only there as a resource and to provide guidance to the elected scout junior leaders.
Ask Greg May if the troop is charging our Boy Scouts to attend this campout.

If so, you must talk with Kathy Jacobsen, our Treasurer, to get a total cost for lodging, estimate the cost of food and other expenses, and talk over the charge to our scouts with Greg May our Scoutmaster.  Remember, there will be no charge to the Webelo Scouts and their adults as our guests.  Kathy Jacobsen will be a great help with the estimating.

11- 5-01,  7:30 > 9:00PM ATTEND Committee MTG.  at the church upstairs.

11- 6-01,  7:00 > 8:30PM  ATTEND Troop mtg. at church

This is the last night that scouts should be permitted to sign up for the Nov. campout.

Tell Andy Smith that each scout coming to the campout needs to bring fire wood for the Saturday evening campfire.  You will have to follow through with this to make sure fire wood is at the campsite for any fires Friday or Saturday.

11-7-01

With the 333 scout signup close to complete contact the adult leaders who signed up to go and drive and the 333 Webelo Recruitment Coordinator to determine your head count for the campout roster.  Make sure you have enough drivers for 333 scouts Friday night and Sunday morning.  Because Camp Manatoc is so close it is not unusual to plan for some parents coming Sunday morning at 10:00AM to pick up a group of scouts.  You need to gather the names and other info. on any driver who plans to take more than their own son from the campsite.  Give this driver info. To Greg May a week before the campout.  Scouts are not to drive other scouts to a scout activity.  BSA.

Webelos will be coming out Saturday morning driven by their parents.  You should get a copy of the Webelo Roster in advance of the campout from the 333 Webelo Coordinator.(ME)

Lee McMannis, Keith Brown, and Tom Armbruster have signed up to drive and attend.

No Scout Tour Permit is needed for us to drive the scouts to Manatoc because it is close.

Equipment needed at the campsite

Call or e-mail Keith Brown a list of all scout equipment needed at the campsite including a first aid kit and ask if Keith can handle transportation of the equipment.

Ask Keith if he has the Campout Folder with copies of Scout Physical Forms in it.

Ask if he is willing to bring it along to the November Campout with him.
